Thanks for recent email/info. Your kit is now fitted and working to a
MotoGuzzi motor (fitted to a three wheel car!). I did fit the fuse as
recommended and all cable extensions were soldered.
As regard my question re the charge indicator lamp, I take your point
that In the Bosch system the lamp is crucial to the systems working
while in the permanent magnet system we have hear it is an indicator
only. The 'output' from the regulator must in this case be an 'earth'
enabled via the regulator which is disabled when up to charge voltage,
ie lamp goes out. The voltage to drive the lamp is from the ignition live
supply, as in the Bosch system. (which of course is left as found when
removing a Bosch system.)

John I fitted your system earlier this year to my BMW r80gs, thought I would let you know how I am getting on. Since fitting the bike has been used in many conditions Arctic, 71'10.21. north in may (Bleeding freezing conditions) riding hundreds miles a day with lights and often two sets of electric heated clothing, often very wet conditions way below zero degrees - Bike ran perfect and started every time without any hesitation. Since then the bike has covered summer temperatures and high miles across Europe as well as quite a bit of stop start commuting and city driving. So far covered 22,000 kms since the conversion in May. Only once has the bike hesitated to start and a cursory check found the battery connection had come slightly loose - however that tightened up and she fired up - reluctantly but did start since then no mishaps. Thought I would congratulate you and your team on an excellent product that has brought a tired old girl (the bike that is) a new lease of life. A fellow bike traveller and friend of mine was so impressed with the system he also bought one for his BMW r100gs sidecar outfit ( a very specialist set up vehicle) which is kitted out for a round the world trip starting next year. Hi John, heres a few photos as you requested, the last one of the regulater did not turn out so good.

4200374 shows the 2 wire plastic connector to tie in with the original white block on the bikes wiring loom, you will note that where the wires go in they are back filled with black silicone to waterproof the joint. The connectors are further filled with a high quality lube and white grease. 

4200374 shows the white connector 4 wireblock with the two yellows from the alternator and the black and white from the 2 wire connector - these line in with the wires coming from the regulator.

The two red wires from the regulator feed back towards the battery via a waterproof fuse box.

4200376 shows the regulator underslung from the relay rack (I had to turn the relays around and have them facing forward where the old voltage regulator had been mounted) on the rear right of the frame spine above the air intakes. There is a heavy wire earth to the main engine block and a further earth to the frame as well as the mounting bolts which are in contact with the frame. The fins of the regulator are in line with airflow under the tank / above the engine.Once again thanks for producing a great bit of kit. Brian.

John thought I would let you have some feedback on the alternator fitting. The old stuff came off easily, your instruction literature was excellent and covered everything that i needed to carry out for removal and the fitting. The bike is running well and seems easier to kickstart than it ever did. I ended up putting the voltage regulator upside down above the air intakes on the underside of the relay rack under the tank - there is obviously good air flow here for the air intakes. This allowed the minimum lengths of wire to be used in connecting the regulator to the other wires as it is within reach using only the wires from both the alternator and the regulator. The whole set up and involved one 4 wire multi block connector to connect the yellows,white and black, one two wire multi to fit the original harness and a further 2 wire to split off to the power connection and feed the white to the harness connector, I replaced the fused connection with a weatherproof fuse box so the two red wires went direct into this saving an external connection and likewise the wire came direct out and onto the battery. this involved the minimum amount of connections and no in-line connections. It looks like it was always part of the original bike wiring set up.

I think that the wiring connectors as supplied could be improved – as a side note - I used replacement multi block connectors I bought were less than £5.00 total and give a weatherproof factory quality finish. 
Overall think the kit is excellent and very good value

1) Your bike slowown all the time and you don't know why. Then you find out the glue on your right grip has melted and is spinning on the throttle. 

2) You can smell the glue used in your helmet

3) Your vented mesh jacket's zipper is leaving a burn mark from your Adam's apple to your belly button

4) You've long since assured yourself your legs have burnt away below the knee, courtesy of the cylinders throwing off unknown quantities of heat.

5) You close the top vents of your helmet, because all you feel is hot air burning your skull

6) You're afraid to stop, fearing the engine will seize

 

You wonder why this is happening and sum things up:

 

1) You're at 31 degrees latitude

2) It's June 30th (summer, for you Aussies)

3) It's 1:30 Pm

4) You're between 350 meters (1150 feet) and 410 meters (1345 feet) BELOW sea level

5) You're in the desert

 

A few days ago, we rode from the middle of Syria (Palmyra, in the desert) to Damascus. Yes, it was hot, 41 C (105 F), but nothing out of the ordinary, and there was some wind. Once you're riding, it's quite ok with the vented mesh. Yesterday, however, we rode past the Dead Sea (Jordanian side), leaving Jerash (500 meters above), to a low of 410 meters below sea level. We were around 330-410 meters below sea level for a good hour. Our idea was to hang around the Dead Sea for a few days, but on second thoughts we're giving it a miss. Didn't need to stop and discuss this one. The place is a huge wasteland, nothing but ugly rocks and sand without a single bit of shade. There are a few big hotels clustered in one spot, heavily guarded as Israel (or Occupied Palestine as they say here), is just across the water.  

 

We're not sure how hot it was, but certainly 50 C (122 F), probably more.

 

We're in Kerak right now, at 1,007 meters above sea level ...nice and cool... staying here for a day or two.
